Nearly 85% of school-age students in Cary
are enrolled in public school, with 15% enrolled in private schools, charters or homeschool.The
high number of public school students reflects the quality of the public education provided.
For those who choose private school, there are numerous options in the area, including the
prestigious Cary Academy, Cardinal Gibbons, Ravenscroft, Grace Christian and more. Cary'’s
schools benefit from an environment that emphasizes and values education—on the family,

corporate and community level.
